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THE HEARTBEAT OF THE HOME radio broadcast is now open to accepting scripts for future programs. It is a unique drama format, each fifteen minute daily broadcast beginning with about 8-9 minutes of dialogue—serious or humorous or combo platter—between two female characters (mother and daughter, two friends, sisters, coworkers, neighbors…) caught in a real-life situation (fender bender, quarreling siblings, mid-life crisis, death of parent, death of a child, the fallout from gossip…). Some narration is acceptable (one to several paragraphs) before the dialogue begins if it’s important to set the scene.  HEARTBEAT broadcasts are not “preachy” but “teachy.” Often one character will counsel the other character, but always in love and with the other’s best interests at heart. Conscious that we are ministering to a wide range of listeners, we avoid denominational debates, most controversial issues, and Christianeze (justification, sanctification, propitiation and other “-ation” words). We speak the truth about the concepts, but frame them in more easily digestible words because of our ministry style.
Every broadcast is based on clear Scriptural principles, and we delight in discovering new treasures in obscure or familiar verses. We offer Hope through God’s Word, His Son, and a life lived in obedience to Him.

At the present, this is a non-paying or at best poorly-paying opportunity. The rewards can be rich, but not monetarily. Currently, the broadcast is aired over 25 Christian radio stations from West Virginia to Arizona and Minnesota to Florida. Your contribution will be acknowledged over the air and in printed transcripts of the broadcast.
PLEASE NOTE: If you are interested in submitting a script(s) for consideration, please take some time to check out our website, so you can see if the kind of thing you write would fit the ministry style to which the Lord has called us. www.heartbeatofthehome.org
Please know that your work—creative and wonderful as it no doubt is—will be edited to fit HEARTBEAT’s style and time format. If you create the dialogue story, we can create the teaching segment to accompany it.

Guidelines are fairly simple and broad. Scripts 1,000-2,000 words in length will be considered. E-mail as MSWORD attachments. Query is helpful but not necessary. Times New Roman preferred. Please allow 2-3 weeks for a response. If accepted, your script will be aired across the country within the next year (and repeated as a rerun in another two or three years), so if you are writing on a time-sensitive or seasonal subject, contact us well in advance.

So pray, write, and submit! Please note if you are a writer’s conference contact in your subject line.
